ODMH 408 Formula 

Background:

The Alcohol, Drug Addiction and Mental Health Services (ADAMHS) Board of Cuyahoga County could lose $12.8 million in state funding for mental health services under a new 408 allocation formula devised by the Ohio Department of Mental Health (ODMH). A decision on implementation of the formula will be made by ODMH on April 1, 2010.

This new formula is being used for an administrative redistribution of existing funds that would reduce funding to the ADAMHS Board of Cuyahoga County from $42 million to $29 million. Considering that $17 million comes out of that funding to pay for Bed Days at the State Mental Health Hospital, we have $25 million remaining for services. The $12.8 million reduction actually reduces available dollars for services to only $12.2 million – that is a 50% reduction for services:

  $42 million in Non-Medicaid Funding from ODMH

- $17 million for Bed Days
                          $25 million for services
- $12.8 million possible reduction (50% reduction of the remaining funding)
  $12.2 million remaining for services
ODMH is changing the 408 Formula to allocate resources to support uniform access to core services to consumers throughout the state.

ODMH should hold the ADAMHS Board of Cuyahoga County HARMLESS and continue working on the “formula.” It is not acceptable to take funding from consumers of Cuyahoga County and give it to other counties.

Action:

All advocates, providers, legislators, county partners, consumers and members of NAMI Greater Cleveland, the Adult Consumer Advisory Council, and the Mental Health Advocacy Coalition are urged to take action to stop this catastrophe on behalf of the people who rely on our services:

a. Ask her to hold the ADAMHS Board of Cuyahoga County HARMLESS and continue working on the 408 Formula. 

b. Let her know that it is not acceptable to take funding from consumers of Cuyahoga County and give it to other counties.

2. Call, e-mail and send/fax letters to the Governor and Elected Officials:

a. Let them know the Alcohol, Drug Addiction and Mental Health Services (ADAMHS) Board of Cuyahoga County could lose $12.8 million in state funding for mental health services if the Ohio Department of Mental Health (ODMH) is permitted to implement a new 408 formula.

b. Let them know this would leave 50% less funding to pay for mental health services in Cuyahoga County.

c. Ask them to have ODMH hold the ADAMHS Board of Cuyahoga County HARMLESS and continue working on the 408 Formula, because it is unacceptable to take funding from consumers of Cuyahoga County and give it to other counties.

3. Inform all of your partners that will be affected by this reduction if programs are discontinued, such as school superintendents, local mayors, police chiefs, judges, union officials, ministers, emergency room doctors, and consumers and family members, and ask them to advocate on our behalf.
